Christians, Culture and How We Got Here 

MAIN IDEA
The Church will never be able to fly if we don’t use both wings.

STARTER
Each week with include a “would you rather” ice-breaker that is related to the upcoming topic, this is 
optional – if you are ready to talk, dive into the first question. 
Would you rather go to a church that emphasizes the importance of following Jesus and 
occasionally helps the poor or a church that takes care of the poor and the needy regularly and 
occasionally talks about following Jesus?

church?

• Whether inside or outside the church, we need to love people and love starts with getting to know 
people. - Are you open to getting to know someone who thinks differently than you?

CHALLENGE FOR THE WEEK
Spend time with at least one person who has a much different idea about culture or politics than you. 
Make an effort to understand them and don’t try to argue or convince them of your point of view. Just 
seek to understand.
